File and Modem Code

Note: For DSL models, there will be two folders: STD and VECTOR. The files in
VECTOR folder implement a new DSL driver, which supports G.Vectoring on VDSL. If
you're using a VDSL line, VECTOR firmware may brings out better performance;
however, please consult your ISP to check if G.\ectoring is required. We also provide
several versions of Vector firmware to avoid the interoperability issue. You could just
try the other one if the one you use cannot synchronize or get the speed that you
expected.

® Corrected: VDSL connection could not get showtime with VT4 modem code.

® Corrected: Failed to authenticate L2TP over IPsec VPN connection by customer's LDAP
server.

® Corrected: Open ports did not work but port redirection and DMZ worked fine.

® Corrected: DDNS Syslog showed "WAN IP not present!" even the WAN was up and got
the IP address.

® Corrected: SSL VPN could not be established when server certificate authentication was
enabled with Android 7 devices.

® Corrected: Port Redirection/Open port/DMZ failed after Session Limit was enabled.
