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3.2 Wall-Mounted Installation

Wall-mounted installation might be required in some cases. Refer to the
following figure:
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Two screw slots are visible on the bottom side of the switch, which are used for
wall-mounting the switch. The distance between the two slots is 74mm.

Please search for two suitable screws and fix it to the wall through screw anchors.

Note that the wall-mounted slot of the switch must be aligned with the two
screws.
